Overview of 24X24 Kiosk Cabinets; Totally Modular, Totally Customizable!

All standard POS Kiosks, Self-Check Out Kiosks or Podium Cabinets include a stainless-steel table top, measure 24”
Wide, 24” Deep, are from 34-36“tall and can be configured with MANY options.

All individual components are modular and interchangeable allowing a great variety of configuration options that ensures
the ability to easily reconfigure systems in the future. These systems are made for the most demanding environments and
the most dynamic applications.

4X4 Pedestal and Pole Assemblies - These attach to the center of the table top and range from an 18” tall Pedestal to a
Pole System that connects to the ceiling and supports large screen displays. Both assemblies can include multiple
adjustable arms that support VESA compatible screens and other peripheral equipment. The Basic VESA Pedestal Mount
supports a single screen. All assemblies allow cabling to be concealed internally.

Fixed or Folding Side Tables and Lower Shelves - Available in 12" D X 24” or 36” L configurations; when used with the
24”X 24” square center table they create a 48” W x 36” D work surface. Side tables can also be installed as shelving half
way down the front, right and left sides of the cabinet. Side tables and shelves on mobile cabinets fold down to simplify
transport.

Folding Rear Side Shelf — These attach to the right, left or both rear corners of the cabinet and can be used as a
bagging station with or without a T shirt bag holder or can support a scale or other equipment. Rear side shelves easily
fold behind the cabinet for transport in mobile applications.

Adjustable Leveling Feet with Hold down Brackets - All stationary cabinets include four heavy duty leveling feet and a
set of hold down brackets that are used to secure the base of the cabinet to the floor.

Caster Wheels for Mobile Cabinets - Heavy duty swiveling wheels with brakes attach directly to the bottom of cabinet
assemblies without side tables.

From 1 to 3 interior shelves can be installed at any of three preset vertical locations within the cabinet
to create a variety of spaces with equal or different heights. When combined with the bottom panel; four
individual shelf spaces can be created.

The front edge facing the rear is folded over twice to provide added strength to the shelf.

Shelves include arrays of pre-punched holes to allow a simplified installation of mounting brackets for
all Half and Quarter drawers, and slide out 19” Equipment Rack drawer.

Shelves also include three 1.25°D X 5.5“L cable path slots along the rear edge for the routing of cabling
vertically within the cabinet.

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Unpacking the cabinet

Cabinet Assemblies are shipped in custom fitted crates with skids on the bottom so that they can be
moved by a forklift.

The crate is assembly includes the following parts: a bottom skid sub assembly, 4 side panels, 4
internal vertical side panel corner blocking sections, 4 internal horizontal side panels to top panel
blocking sections, 4 internal horizontal side panels to bottom skid blocking sections.

You will need a cordless drill and a # 2 Phillips driver bit to remove the screws that hold the crate
together.

You will need a 34” wrench to remove the 2" bolts that secure the cabinet to the bottom of the crate.

You will need a pair of heavy-duty shears and a razer knife to remove the securing straps and other
packaging inside of the crate.

Remove the top and four side panels of the crate together as one assembly by first removing the 4
Phillips head screws that secure the bottom edges of each of the four side panels to the four sections of
horizontal blocking that are attached to the top of the bottom skid inside of the crate.

Once the 4 screws are removed from each of the bottom edges of each of the four side panels; the
entire upper crate assembly can be carefully lifted straight up and set aside.

Depending on what type of cabinet assembly you have; there may be some straps that are securing
various external assemblies to the outside of the cabinet. Once the top and sides of the crate are
removed; locate the box that contains the wheels or feet and remove it from the crate. However, do not
cut any of the securing straps or packaging that is present until the wheels or feet are fully installed and
the cabinet is in the upright position.

Depending on what type of cabinet assembly you have; there may be some cartons of various external
assemblies stored inside of the cabinet. However, do not cut any of the other straps or packaging that
is securing these items and do not remove these items until the wheels or feet are fully installed and the
cabinet is in the upright position.

Depending on what type of cabinet assembly you have; refer to the following sections for additional
unpacking and assembly information: Installing and adjusting the Feet and Hold Down Brackets on
a Stationary Cabinet, Installing Direct Mount Casters on a Mobile Cabinet, Installing Stem
Casters on the Stabilizer legs of a Mobile Cabinet

Examine the casters and understand that the %" threaded stem section must be inserted up through the
hole in the bottom of the end of the hollow stabilizer leg, then a 2" lock nut must be installed onto the end
of the stem on the inside of the stabilizer leg. This nut must be turned until the top of the caster is flush
against the bottom stabilizer leg and the nut is tight against the inside bottom surface of the stabilizer leg.

Install casters on the two front stabilizer legs; with the help of an assistant carefully move the cabinet to
place the corner of the shipping crate under the middle of the side of the cabinet so that ends of the rear
set of stabilizer legs are extended past the end of the crate approximately 6 inches.

Install the two stem caster wheels onto the two rear stabilizer legs as described in section 1.3 and 1.4.

Activate the brakes on all four casters to the ON position, continue to the section: Operating the
Stabilizer Legs.

Once you have reviewed the section: Operating the Stabilizer Legs and fully understand how to extend
the stabilizer legs and lock them in that position; extend and lock all four legs; then carefully maneuver
the crate skid out from under the cabinet.
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Safety Guidelines for Mobile Cabinets with Stabilizer Legs and wheels.

DO NOT SUBSTITUTE THESE GUIDELINES FOR YOUR OWN BEST PRACTICES.

1.1 Do not attempt to move a mobile cabinet unless you have a full understanding of all the operations and
safety procedures related to a mobile cabinet.

1.2 Under normal usage the stabilizer legs must always be locked in the extended position.

1.3 The stabilizer legs should only be moved to the retracted-folded position temporarily when the cabinet
must be moved through a space that it would otherwise not be able to pass through with the legs
extended. As soon as the cabinet has passed through the restricted space the stabilizer legs must be
returned to the extended position.

1.4 Do not attempt to move a mobile cabinet alone; always have at least one other person assisting.
1.5 Do not attempt to move a mobile cabinet on uneven or sloping ground.

1.6 Remove any loose items from the top of the cabinet, side tables, exterior shelves before attempting to
move a mobile cabinet.

1.7 Close and secure all drawers and doors before attempting to move a mobile cabinet.

1.8 Move all Side tables and exterior shelves to the folded position before attempting to move a mobile
cabinet. Important note: Move the two sliding support latch brackets on each the 12”X 24” Side Tables
or Lower Side Shelves to the retracted position BEFORE attempting to fold down any of the side tables.

1.9 Disconnect any external cables that are connected to the cabinet before attempting to move a mobile
cabinet.

1.10 Attach transport straps to the cabinet before attempting to move it.

1.11 Operate the brake levers before attempting to move a cabinet. The brake levers are located on one side
of each wheel; to apply the brakes and prevent the cabinet from rolling; press down on the end of the
lever labeled “ON”. To release the brakes; press down on the end of the lever labeled “OFF”.

1.12 Only release the brakes when you are griping the transport straps and are actively engaged in moving
the cabinet. Always apply the brakes anytime the cabinet is stopped and you are not griping the transport
straps.

Operating the Stabilizer Legs, Part 1 of 3

1.1 When a cabinet with folding side tables and stabilizer legs must be moved through a narrow door way or
other restricted space; all four legs can be temporarily retracted, placing them parallel with the sides of
the cabinet and reducing the overall width of the cabinet assembly to 29“. With the stabilizer legs in the
“extended” position; the wheels are located approximately 12 inches out from each corner of the cabinet,
with the legs in the “retracted” position the wheels are located approximately 14 inches out from the front
and rear sides of the cabinet.

1.2 Do not attempt to operate the stabilizer legs unless the cabinet is on level ground.

1.3 Do not attempt operate to stabilizer legs alone; always have another person assisting.

1.4 Remove loose items from the top or shelves of the cabinet before attempting to operate the stabilizer
legs.

1.5 Do not attempt to operate to stabilizer legs until all side tables, side table shelves and rear side shelves
are in the folded position. Important note: all of the Side table support tabs must be retracted BEFORE
attempting to fold down the any of the side tables.

1.6 Confirm that another person is firmly gripping one of the transport straps and is actively preventing the
cabinet from tilting.

1.7 Verify that the transport straps are attached to the D rings before attempting to operate the stabilizer legs.

1.9 To Unlock Stabilizer Leg: Carefully lift the ring on one of the leg lock bolts, pull it upward until the end of
the lock bolt rises out of the locking plate and the two ends of the lock bar on the lock bolt are above the
heads of the two side bolts, rotate the ring 90 degrees to position the ends of the lock bar above of the
two side bolts, then carefully lower the lock bar onto the side bolts; this is the “UNLOCKED “position for
the stabilizer leg.

1.11 To Lock Stabilizer Leg: Carefully lift the ring on the end of a leg lock bolt to raise the ends of the lock
bar above the heads of the two side limit bolts, rotate the ring 90 degrees in either direction to position
the ends of the lock bar between the two limit bolts, then carefully lower the lock bolt until the end of it
passes through the locking plate; this is the “LOCKED “position for the stabilizer leg.

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Installing and using the Transport Straps on a Mobile Cabinet

Note: as shipped, all mobile cabinet configurations will have the Transport Strap D Rings pre-installed on the
cabinet at the factory; The transport straps will be packaged separately.

1.1 Note the holes in the corners of the stainless-steel top panel of the cabinet; these are for mounting the
transport strap D Rings.

1.2 To install the D Rings and mounting hardware. Insert one ¥%-20 x.5” L screw through each D Ring and
through the top panel mounting holes. Install a locknut on the end of the screw on the inside of the top
panel and tighten just enough so that the D Ring is still able to freely rotate.

1.3 lIdentify the Transport Straps. Note the clips on both ends swivel and have a spring-loaded latch. Depress
the latch and align the clip so that the D Ring is located inside the opening of the clip, then release the
latch. The transport strap should now be secured to the side of the cabinet.
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Understanding the basic functions of the Pedestal Channel Assembly

The Pedestal Channel Assembly is comprised of Pedestal Channel sections used alone or in combination
with Channel Extension Sections, via Coupler sections, to create modular 4”X4” square, vertical pole
assemblies ranging from 18” to 144",

Pedestal Channel sections attach to the Mounting Bracket, Couplers, and Top Cap with #10-32
countersunk head Phillips screws.

Pedestal Channel Assemblies are compatible with Arm Collar Assemblies supporting up to four
independent Arm Assemblies, VESA Pan and Tilt Head Assemblies, and 4X4 Clamp On Mount Assemblies
to support a variety of accessories.

Pedestal Channel sections include a series of 2” diameter holes along their entire length that are used to
route cables from the interior to the equipment on the outside of the channel. Multiple 6” magnetic latching
access doors allow easy interior access.

e The Arm Collar Assembly employs a pair of round tube sections to provide adjustable side to side rotation
around a pair of square brackets, which provide vertical position adjustment at any point along the length of
a 4”X4” pole assembly.

e A pair of 3-point knobs are tightened to secure the desired rotational position of the Arm Collar around the
pole and a pair of 5-point knobs are tightened to secure the up and down vertical position of the Arm Collar
on the 4x4 pole assembly.

Pedestal channel section permanently secures the up and down vertical position.

Attaching a mounting bracket to the top of a 24X24 Cabinet for an 18” Pedestal or A 4X4 Pole assembly
that spans to the ceiling

1. Use a section of heavy cardboard to make a cover for the 24” W X 24” D stainless- steel table top that has a
4.5” X 4.5” square hole cut in the middle and place this cover over the table top to protect it from damage.

2. Place the mounting bracket on the top of the middle of the cabinet directly over the square hole in the center
of the cardboard cover.

IMPORTANT NOTES ON ORIENTING THE MOUNTING BRACKETS:
e The “open side” of both an 18” H Pedestal channel and a Channel extension - pole assembly that
spans to the ceiling should be oriented to align with the back of the cabinet.
¢ Know that a PN 51064 mounting bracket for a channel extension -pole assembly can be oriented

As shipped; all arm collar assemblies will require partial assembly in that they will need to have items
such as pan and tilt heads, printer trays and lower arm assemblies reattached. Install the arm collar
assembly onto the pedestal before reattaching these items.

If an Extended Pan and Tilt head assembly is installed on the top cap; remove it by opening the top most
door, unscrewing the 5-point knaob, lift off the Pan and Tilt head and rubber clutch washer, place the
rubber washer on the shaft of the knob and then screw the knob into the pan base of the Pan and Tilt
head assembly.

2. Toinstall the printer tray; remove the 5- point knob and the rubber clutch washer from the base of the printer
tray. Place the rubber clutch washer on the top of the end of the arm and align the hole in the center of the
washer with the hole on the end of the arm.

3. Carefully lift the printer tray and align the tapped hole in the base of the tray on top of the rubber clutch

washer on the top of the end of the arm, install the shaft of the 5-point hand knob up through the underside
of the arm, through the rubber clutch washer and then carefully thread it into the base of the printer tray.

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Installing and operating the support latch on a 12X36 Side Table

1.1 The 12X36 Side tables includes a support latch that bridges across the underside of an adjacent 12X24
side table to provide additional rigidity at the end of the 36” side table.

Important note: if you are using a mobile cabinet; All support latches must be retracted BEFORE attempting
to fold down any of the side tables. When used on stationary cabinets with fixed side tables; the latch is
permanently attached to both side tables.

Important note: the support latches must be installed prior to installation of the 12X24 table top on the 12X24

bottom support panel.

1.2 Installing the support latch: Locate the support latch and #10-32 mounting screws and nuts in the
12X36 Side Table hardware kit. The support latch is installed on either the right of left side of the

adjacent 12X24 side table, depending on which side the 12X36 table is located. If you have both right
and left 36” side tables; you will have support latches on both sides of the center 12X24 table.

1.3 Locate the two #10 through holes on the bottom panel of the 12X24 side table, hold the latch so that the
tab is facing away from the underside of the bottom panel; insert two #10-32 screws up through the
longer slot in the latch, though the bottom panel and then install #10-32 lock nuts onto the ends of both
screws. Carefully tighten the screws only enough so that the latch is flush against the underside of the
12X24 bottom panel, but still able to be moved side to side.

1.4 Operating the latch to the locked or unlocked positions: Grasp the vertical tab and slide the latch
across the gap between the sides of the 12X24 and 12X36 tables; the latch will stop when the mounting
screws reach the end of the latch limit slot. Slide the tab towards the 12X36 side table to lock; slide the
tab away from the 12X36 side table to unlock.

Attaching a Folding or Fixed Side Table to a 24X24 Cabinet, Part 1 of 3

Overview: Depending on the type of cabinet assembly that you are using, Side Tables may have been
installed at the factory. When side tables are installed at the top position, they align with the 24” W x 24” D Top
Panel of the cabinet to extend the work surface 12” with each side table. When the side tables are installed at
the middle position; they create sections of 12" deep shelving around the sides of the cabinet.

12”x 36” Side Table - The 12"x 36” side table is attached to a 24X24 cabinet with a pair of either fixed or
folding brackets. The 12”x 36” side table is usually attached at the top position on the right, left or both sides,
but can also be installed at the middle position of a 24X24 cabinet.

12”x 24” Side Table - The 12"x 24” side table is attached to a 24X24 cabinet with a pair of either fixed or
folding brackets. The 12°x 24” side table is usually attached to the front of cabinets at either the top or middle
position, however it can also be attached on the right, left or both sides at the top and middle positions of a
24X24 cabinet.

Important note: all interior shelves should be installed BEFORE the side tables are installed to prevent the
ends of the fasteners that support the side table brackets which protrude on the inside of the cabinet from
complicating the fitment of the interior shelves.

Important note: If you are also installing one or more 36” L Side Tables adjacent to a 12X24 table, the
installation instructions are slightly different and are covered in separate sections. Also, important to
remember; you must install the support latches before installing the 12X24 table top on the 12X24 bottom
panel. Refer to section: Installing and operating the support latch on a 12X36 Side Table

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Attaching a Folding or Fixed Side Table to a 24X24 Cabinet, Part 2 of 3

1.1 Locate the table assembly with installed mounting brackets and cabinet mounting hardware kit. Examine
the mounting brackets and note that the brackets have two edges with sets of mounting holes; the longer
edge attaches to the bottom of the table and the shorter edge attaches to the side of the cabinet. If you
are using folding brackets; lock them in the extended position for installation.

1.2 Inspect the sides of the cabinet where you will be attaching the side tables and note that there are two
positions; the top position that aligns the side tables with the top of the cabinet and a middle position that
is located half way down the side of the cabinet.

Important note: the cabinet front and side panels have multiple arrays of small “pilot” holes which indicate the
locations where the holes must be drilled to install internal and external side tables and shelves.

1.3 Once you have determined the shelf position you will be using, identify the sets of two pilot holes located
on the sides and front of the cabinet.

You will need a cordless drill and a No.9 (.1960) OR No.7 (.2010) OR 13/64" drill bit to create the holes for the
#10-32 screws.

1.4 Have an assistant lift the assembled 12X24 side table with the shelf brackets into place, align the two
holes in each shelf bracket with the drilled holes in the side of the cabinet. Install two #10-32 screws
through each bracket and through the side of the cabinet, then loosely install #10-32 nylon lock nuts onto
the ends of each screw inside the cabinet

1.5 Ensure table is level and properly aligned with the cabinet top and adjacent cabinet sides, then return to

each screw and tighten securely. A 3/8” size box or open-end wrench or a rachet with a 3/8” socket can
be used to prevent the #10-32 lock nuts from turning when tightening the screws.

Installing and routing cabling from inside a Pedestal Channel to the Arms on an arm collar or to a Top
Cap mounted Pan and Tilt head
1. Install the arm collar assembly on the pedestal channel and move it to its final height position.
2. Install the equipment onto the ends of the arms and the top cap.
3. Route the associated cabling up into pedestal channel and out through of the series of 2" diameter holes
to the equipment onto the ends of the arms and the top cap. Be sure to leave enough slack cable so that
the equipment on the ends of the arms can be adjusted without binding on the cables.

¢ All Channel Extension Sections and Couplers have an internal vertical cable pathway that is approximately
33" W X 334" D square.

e Pedestal Channel sections include two separate sets of cable management tie points located at 6” intervals
on opposite sides of the channel interior for securing the cabling with the included hook and loop strapping.

Recommendation: Route and bundle all high voltage power cabling on one side of the channel and all low
voltage cabling in a separate bundle on the other side.

e Use the materials included in the PN 21284 Pedestal Channel Cable Management Kit to protect and
secure the cabling.

¢ Move each piece of equipment to discover the desired full range movement; tie off the cabling and then
feed any excess cabling back into the Pedestal Channel.

¢ When all of the cables have been connected, perform power up and operational tests on all of the installed
equipment. When you are satisfied that all of the equipment is operating correctly; secure all of the cabling
inside of the Pedestal Channel using the two sets of hook and loop straps which are located on two
opposite sides of the channel interior. We recommend that all high voltage power cabling be kept in one
bundle on one side of the pedestal channel and all low voltage cabling be kept in a separate bundle on the
other side.
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Installing a T Shirt Bag Holder on a 12X24 or 12X36 Stainless Side Table or Shelf Part 1 of 2

1.1 AT shirt bag holder can be mounted on the front or sides of cabinet assemblies with stainless site tables.
The steel rod frame of the T shirt bag holder is secured to the cabinet with single hole clamps that are
secured to holes in the side panels of the cabinet assembly.

Important Note: a T Shirt Bag Holder should ONLY be installed on lower-level stainless side tables. DO NOT
install the T Shirt Bag Holder on upper-level shelves or on the stainless cabinet top surface.

1.2 Locate the mounting hardware kit for the T Shirt bag holder. It should contain four single hole clamps,
four 10-32 X 2" L screws and four 10-32 nylon lock nuts.

1.3 Take note of the single hole clamps and understand that they can be mounted on both the horizontal and
vertical steel rods of the T Shirt Bag Holder assembly.

Important Note: typically, T Shirt Bag Holders mounted on the FRONT of Cabinet assemblies should secure
clamps to the vertical rods; T Shirt Bag Holders mounted on the SIDES of Cabinet assemblies should secure
clamps to the horizontal rods.

1.4 Note that there are tiny pilot holes located on right, left and front side panels of the cabinet.
These holes are used for attaching both internal shelves and an external T shirt bag holder.
If the holes have already been drilled out and have screws installed; you will first have to remove these
screws and then re-install then through the single hole clamps to secure the bag holder.

If the pilot holes have not been drilled out to insert screws to support an internal shelf; they will need to
be drilled out, you will need a cordless drill and a No.9 (.1960) OR No.7 (.2010) OR 13/64" to create the
holes for the #10-32 screws.

1.5 Place the bag holder assembly onto the stainless shelf assembly. Center the bag holder on the shelf so
that the steel rod frame is positioned next to at least two of the mounting holes. Temporarily install 2-4 single
hole clamps around the bag holder steel frame to identify which holes should be used, adjusting if necessary.
Mark these holes to be drilled, place the bag holder assembly aside and return to drill the marked holes.

1.6 Again, place the bag holder assembly onto the shelf assembly. Align the holes in the loop clamps
with the drilled holes in the cabinet assembly.

1.7 Insert the 10-32 screws through the holes in the clamps and through the drilled holes in the
cabinet, then thread a lock nut loosely onto the end of each screw. When all nuts have been installed;
return to each screw and tighten securely. A 3/8” size box or open-end wrench or a rachet with a 3/8”
socket can be used to prevent the #10-32 lock nuts from turning when tightening the screws.
